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same on aircraft.As of now, reg-
ular consultations are being
held between the regulator, the
airlines, and other industry
stakeholders,including the tele-
com operators.

Customers of Paytm Pay-
ments Bank must make alter-
native arrangements with
other banks before the March
15 deadline. RBI has asked

At least 17 brokerages raised
their price targets after the
results.Amongthe mostbullish,
Rosenblatt Securities raised its
price target to $1,400 from
$1,100,implyinga $3.5 trillion
stock market value, Reuters
reported.Nvidia’s stockhas now
climbed 58%in 2024,account-
ing for more than a quarter of
the S&P 500’s increase year-to-
date.
